Dynamicky pracovny tim odbornikov sa zameriava na mapovanie sirokého ramca slovenskych dejin,
v zmysle dejin Slovakov a dejin izemia Slovenska. Zaobera sa celym casovym rozsahom dejin, od prahu
prehistorie az po nedavnu minulost, rozsiahlym spektrom tém a rozmanitymi pristupmi k nim. Kated-
ra a jej clenovia sa dlhodobo venuja vedeckému vyskumu a st koordinatormi a riesitelmi tiloh mnoz-
stva vedeckych projektov (http://www .fphil.uniba.sk/index.php?id=ksd). Okrem pedagogickej ¢innosti
sa katedra programovo zaobera aj Sirenim vysledkov vedy a jej popularizaciou pre Siroku verejnost.

together with the Department of General History and the Department of Archival and Auxiliary Sci-
ences of History, are the oldest professional workplaces for historians in the territory of Slovakia. They
have been educating young historians and doing their own research continuously since 1919. Almost
all distinguished personalities of Slovak historiography have worked or studied here, and some of
them later founded other centres and historical schools. The department belongs to the top centres
nowadays. The dynamic team of specialists maps a broad range of Slovak history, i.e. the history of
Slovaks and the history of the territory of Slovakia. The department investigates a wide spectrum of
topics from the whole time scale of history, from the threshold of prehistory to the recent past, and
uses a variety of approaches. The historians of the department have long-term experience in historical
research. They have coordinated and participated in a number of scientific projects (http://www.fphil.
uniba.sk/index.php?id=ksd). Besides pedagogical activities, the department aims to disseminate the
research results and popularize science amongst broad public.

Filozofski fakultet SveuciliSta u Zagrebu

Studij povijesti na SveuciliStu u Zagrebu zapoceo je s osnivanjem modernog sveuciliSta 1874. godine
kada su formirane dvije povijesne katedre, za opc¢u povijest i za hrvatsku povijest. Kasnije su osnovane
i druge katedre (za pomocne povijesne znanosti, za povijest Srednje i Jugoistocne Europe te za meto-
diku nastave povijesti), a katedra za opc¢u povijest preimenovala se i razdijelila u tri: za staru povijest,
za svjetsku povijest srednjeg vijeka i za svjetsku povijest novog vijeka. Od 1959. povijesne katedre uje-
dinjene su u Odsjek za povijest Filozofskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Danas je to jedna od dviju
sredisnjih institucija hrvatske historiografije i najveci visokoobrazovni zavod za skolovanje historicara
i nastavnika povijesti u Hrvatskoj.

Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb

The History studies at the University of Zagreb began with the founding of the modern university in
1874, when two chairs of history were formed: a chair for world history and a chair for Croatian history.
Other chairs were founded later (for auxiliary historical sciences, history of Central and Southeastern
Europe, and the didactics of history). The chair of world history was renamed and divided into three:
the ancient history, the medieval world history and the modern world history. Since 1959, all those
chairs have been united in the Department of History at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences.
Today it is one of the two central institutions of Croatian historiography and the largest higher educa-
tion institute for the training of historians and history teachers in Croatia.
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
